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For the last 8 years, in a typical year, | attend for 10 weeks on the hematology consult service and 2to 4
weeks on the in-patient hematology ward (when our ward internist is away). Supervision includes
general medicine trainees (two to four), elective trainees (one to two) and hematology residents who
act as a junior attending during specific months of the year. | see patients in 4 to 5 half day clinics per
week. One clinic is devoted to bone marrow biopsy and lumbar puncture procedures with one PGY1 to
PGY3 trainee performing all procedures (up to 4 per clinic) under my supervision each week. In each
ambulatory clinic | supervise one hematology fellow, one GIM trainee or elective resident, and at times
a family medicine resident or LINC medical student (2 per year). My practice has grown considerably
since 2010 such that in 2016 | consulted on more than 500 new patients, thereby giving trainees an
excellent informal learning opportunity around each patient case.

e 8 hours for OSCE practice scenarios with the National Hematology Retreat (PGY5 and PGY6

trainees)

10 hours of chemotherapy workshop teaching to PGY4 and PGY5 Adult Hematology Residents
